1. Public Question and Answer 

1.1. There were three parishioners present, one, Mr Toby Bruce-Morgan raised the question of 
excessive vehicle speed through the village centre, this with the restricted visibility due to 
the Z bend, made exiting his drive difficult and potentially dangerous. The Chairman 
replied that the police had carried out some tests and had decided that there was no 
significant problem; mean speeds of 35.4 mph and 32.5 mph were recorded. However, the 
visible police presence may have affected these results. The matter of excessive speeds 
through the village would be dealt with in the PC Annual Meeting later this evening.

Chairman's Report for 2009-2010 
 
 
The Parish Council has met on the five required occasions in the Village Hall during the year.  Once 
again there was no necessity for any extraordinary meetings.  There have been no declarations of 
personal or prejudicial interest.  All business carried out and decisions made have observed the 
requirements of the Race Relations and the Crime and Disorder Acts. 
 
At our Annual Parish meeting we welcomed the Reverend Sue Irwin, Rector of the Benefice.  There 
were no members of the public present at any of our other meetings.

In July we also had a presentation by the Worcestershire Group Coordinator of the Milestone Society, 
Terry Keegan.  We have one milestone within the Parish at the Rhydd. 
 
 
Parish Environment 
 
In three separate incidents during the winter three motor vehicles collided with the village pond 
railings.  These had actually been repaired after the first incident.  The W.C.C. Highways Department, 
during a site visit, made recommendations for the Parish Council.  These will address speeding 
amongst other matters  During the visit the repair of potholes throughout the village and the collapsing 
drain beneath Rectory Lane were again highlighted to Highways staff. 
 
Research into other traffic "calming" measures is ongoing. 
 
 
Planning 
 
Nine planning applications have been considered by the Planning Committee and appropriate 
comments passed to the MHDC.   
 
The saga of the Tyre Depot is slowly drawing to a conclusion with the conviction of the owner and 
only a few thousand tyres remaining on site. 
 
Concerns about housing development adjacent to the Parish are ongoing but may be resolved with the 
arrival of a new Government.  We continue to liaise closely with neighbouring Councils. 
 
 
Administration  
 
A Sub-committee has been set up to consider the New Model Standing Orders.  Progress is on-going. 
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Guarlford History Group 
 
The Group's Chairman, Councillor Dr E H Jones, has given the Council regular reports. 
 
 
Finance Committee 
 
The Committee has reviewed the Parish Council accounts and found all to be in order. 
 
 
On behalf of the Parish Council may I thank David Kuun, our internal auditor, and Councillor Dr Eric 
Jones, our internal financial monitor, for their work and due diligence.  It has not been necessary to 
increase the precept; indeed it was reduced by £200 this year. 
 
Finally may I also thank Councillors for their attendance, varied contributions and support throughout 
the year, and especially our executive officer, Michael Skinner, who continues to give excellent advice 
and support on all topics.
